COURSE DESCRIPTION:

ALP 007 American Language Foundations: Writing is a course for international students with little or no exposure to English. It provides them with instruction in the spelling of English and in writing simple sentences using the structures and vocabulary learned in American Language Foundations Grammar and Reading.

COURSE GOALS:

At the conclusion of the semester, students should be able to produce simple sentences in legible cursive or printed English with correct spelling, punctuation, and capitalization and write short semi-guided paragraphs.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Students will be able to generate simple sentences in legible English and demonstrate ability to use

1. English alphabet

2. Cardinal numbers and their Arabic symbols

3. Capitalization for beginning of sentence and proper nouns

4. Basic punctuation

a. period

b. comma (date, address, to set off large numbers, in a series, after salutation and closing)

c. question mark

5. Simple sentences in simple present, present progressive, simple past, "going to" and "will" future

6. Correct spelling of plural nouns and the above verb tenses

7. Paragraph form (indentation and margins)

9. Write connected prose in semi-guided exercises

10. Learn the process approach to writing

11. Learn to write compound sentence structures with and, but, and so

12. Learn the basic concept of the complex structures with after, before, when, and because
